Many times, we as quilters, have no problem
picking out a beautiful quilt pattern, but get
stumped with the use of color. Will's
presentation will help you with color
blending. The program is a prelude to the
Blooming Nine Patch quilt that Will is going
to teach in the near future. He will be
showing one that he has made. When you
see this quilt, you will know that it is all
about color and how colors blend.

On February 11, Sue W. and Joyce H. will
be presenting a block called the Windmill.
They learned the technique for making this
block at the the Houston Quilt show last
October. This block is actually two blocks
that reverse themselves and are made using
2 to 3 inch strips. They will also be showing
the Texas Two Step block, another one they
were introduced to at the Quilt Show in
Houston.

On Wednesday February 18th and Sunday
February 22nd, we will be having Winter
Enrichment at Joyce H. home in

Gulfport. There will be no meeting held at
the church on Wednesday February

18th. The pattern we will be working

on this year is called Round the Twist. This
combination of two blocks and "peanut
butter" (no, not to eat) makes a beautiful
quilt pattern. Come and sew, iron, rip and
socialize. All you need is your sewing
machine and fabric. These mini retreats are
always a lot of fun, so don't miss it.

Wednesday February 25th will be our
business meeting and we will be doing a fat
quarter drawing.

COMMUNITY SERVICE PROJECTS

I am the community service liaison for this
year and | am sure that everyone will
continue to add our community as we work
on projects. | have some ambitious plans for
the year. If you feel like you would like to
continue making lap robe size quilts, you are
welcome to continue. We have several
members who volunteer or work at nursing
homes and they will be willing to take those.
(If you are one of those people, please make
sure to let me know). Also, if you wish to
make quilts for project Linus, we have a
representative who will take those.



Our main project for the year will be to
make twin size quilts. The size of the twin
size quilts can be from 60 to 66 inches wide
and 80 to 86 inches long. As you can see,
this is not an exact size because so much can
depend on the pattern. | have made contact
with someone at the foster care system and
we have decided on a project for teenagers
in the system. They are 40 children who will
be “ageing out” of the system. They will be
turning 18. Wouldn't it nice to help them out
by giving them a quilt so they have
something to start their new life? Something
that lets them know that they are not
forgotten?

This means that everyone needs to get
started on this. | am going to be presenting a
project for us to work on for making scrap
quilts. Also, if you have twin tops or twin
quilts that you do not need, | will take them.
We need people to donate scraps, other
fabric, sew together the blocks, pin together,
quilt, bind, etc. If you cannot do that, you
may wish to donate money for the batting.

For the first project | will be organizing, |
need 2 Y inch strips. These can be any size
but should be at least 4 %2 inches long. | also
would like 10 ¥z inch squares that can be put
together for the backing. As you go through
your scraps, cut some of these sizes for the
project. This is good if you have fabric less
than % yard long, but if you have bigger
pieces to donate, they can be used for
borders, binding, etc.

More about this project will be handed out
next month. This is just to get you started.
